Separately replaceable ball joints for Iveco Daily II as well as several improved stabilizer links for Ford Mondeo and Opel Astra are just some of the innovations presented by the spare parts manufacturer Meyle Products in Frankfurt. In a presentation passage visitors are able to experience how the company’s engineers optimize parts in relation to the originals – the production of Meyle parts is the main topic for the company’s presence this year at the world’s largest automotive supplier trade exhibition. At this year’s automechanika Meyle Products underscores its position as a manufacturer of high-quality spare parts and offers numerous innovations. In a special passage visitors discover everything worth knowing about the improvement process for spare parts – from development all the way through to production. Meyle Products, a brand of Wulf Gaertner Autoparts AG of Hamburg, has manufactured spare parts for the open parts market already since the year 1995. Since 2003 so-called heavy duty parts (HD parts) that are unique to the market are also on offer. With HD Meyle designates spare parts that represent technical improvements over the originals. The design is changed as a function of the desired result, the interior is designed to be more durable, high-quality material is used or rubber-metal connections transformed. 
Numerous new items from the HD range of products will be introduced as newcomers to the market; among others, ball joints as well as stabilizer links. The HD ball joint from Meyle has, among other things, the advantage over the original that they are separately replaceable. This means that the entire control arm does not have to be replaced when a rubber-metal part wears out. Among other things, the ball diameter was increased in order to make the HD stabilizer links more durable and longer-lasting compared with the original parts. Thus the load is distributed over a larger surface. In addition, the link rod was enlarged in order to increase the load-carrying capacity and to extend the service life of the support.
Meyle Products will be on exhibit at automechanika 2008 at the Frankfurt Trade Exhibition site September 16-21 in Hall 5.1., Stand A10.
